Foreign Languages teachers in JCSP schools. They are offered as one possible model that 
teachers may use to approach the teaching, learning and assessment of the learning 
outcomes in the Curriculum Specification for Junior Cycle Modern Foreign Languages. 
They will be adjusted over time based on feedback from teachers in JCSP schools.
